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Message Truth:

God has always known that His people would need times
of revival. The blessing of revival is God's to give as He
sovereignly chooses. In His mercy and grace He first told
Moses the conditions His people must meet for Him to
send revival. Further, God told Joshua His purpose in
bringing such times of revival to His people. Revival is not
simply fo be selfishly kept for our own purpose, but is
rather a tool which God uses to evangelize all of the earth
and to bring the fear of the Lord to all the peoples of the
earth. Finally, God gave Solomon His conditions for
sending revival to His people. Read as an extension of
the re-digging the wells metaphor we could say that God
gives Solomon the process whereby we may re-dig the
spiritual wells of revival.

Message Text:

" “So it shall be when all of these things have come upon
you, the blessing and the curse which | have set before
you, and you call them to mind in all nations where the
Lorb your God has banished you, ? and you return to the
LorD your God and obey Him with all your heart and soul
according to all that | command you today, you and
your sons, * then the Lorp your God will restore you from
captivity, and have compassion on you, and will gather
you again from all the peoples where the LorD your God
has scattered you. Deuteronomy 30:1-3 (NASB)

God could sovereignly bestow revival upon us, but He
chooses to allow us free will, giving us a role to play, as
He has also chosen to use us in preaching the Gospel to
all peoples in all the nations.

Revival - a work of grace affected by the spirit of God
upon the souls of men. (A revival presupposes the
existence of real spiritual religion, as understood and

taught by evangelical Christians.)

Solomon'’s dedicatory prayer of the temple in Jerusalem
provides us with the most famous revival text in Scripture.

' Then the Lorp appeared to Solomon at night and said
fo him, “I have heard your prayer and have chosen this
place for Myself as a house of sacrifice. ' “If | shut up the
heavens so that there is no rain, or if | command the
locust to devour the land, or if | send pestilence among
My people, '* and My people who are called by My
name humble themselves and pray and seek My face
and turn from their wicked ways, then I will hear from
heaven, will forgive their sin and will heal their land.

" “Now My eyes will be open and My ears attentive to
the prayer offered in this place. '® “For now | have chosen
and consecrated this house that My name may be there
forever, and My eyes and My heart will be there
perpetually. 2 Chronicles 7:12-16 (NASB)
