
Message Truth:

In heaven, every Christian will experience the ultimate

homecoming where no one will be absent.  Heaven is the

ultimate abode of the redeemed with God.  Heaven in its

full and final state is future.  The life of the redeemed in

heaven will be like God originally intended human life to

be before man chose to rebel against God.  Before we

can delve into the particulars of heaven, however, we

must first understand the overarching redemption story told

throughout the Bible.  Today we will turn our attention to

these basic truths which will better prepare us to

understand what the Bible teaches us about heaven. 

   

Message Text:
